BACKGROUND:  The 2GR Simoor Rifle Regiments Raised in April 1815 and sieged of Delhi Dur                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                      bar was a decisive conflict of the Indian Rebellion in 1857 and results British Victory. The Regiment awarded First Delhi Day Battle honour and the Queen’s Truncheon famously known as ‘Nishani Mai’ (QT) amongst Gurkhas by Late Queen Victoria for the 2nd King Edward VII’s Own Gurkha Rifles (also known as Sirmoor Rifles). Since, then our Regiments celebrating Delhi Day and Regiment Annual Reunion Party on 14 September each year until Regiment disbanded on 30 June 1994. Due to its unwavering loyalty during the 1857 Indian Mutiny the regiment was awarded the Queen’s Truncheon (QT). Even to this day, the Sirmoor Regiment Officers and soldiers proudly pay their respect to Nishani Mai (QT) each year celebrations and the practice is now followed by the A (Delhi) Company 1st Royal Gurkha Rifles (1RGR) and C (Tamadu) Company 2nd Royal Gurkha Rifles (2RGR) also RGR New Recruits Attestation parade each year. The 2004 changes in Gurkhas’ Terms and Condition of Service (GTACOS) allowed Gurkhas to resettle in the UK. More than 3000+2GR Sirmoories settled down in the UK but some stayed in Nepal hence the 2ND Gurkha Rifles Association-UK (Sirmoor Rifles) was branched into three main Groups: Sirmoor Club UK (Known as British officers’ club), Sirmoor Sathies UK (Sirmooris living in UK) and Sirmoor Club Nepal (Sirmooris living in Nepal). The Sirmoor Club Nepal founded by Maj Lachimiprasad Gurung MVO, BEM in September 1996 and 2nd Gurkha Rifles Association-UK (Sirmoor Sathies) was founded by Major (GCO) Lalbahadur Gurung officially formed in March 2014 at Aldershot in UK (but was unofficially formed in Sep 2005). Since 2GR Sirmoor Sathies UK formed in March 2014, We, 2GR Sirmoor Club-UK and Sirmoor Sathies-UK jointly celebrating Delhi Day and Regiment Annual Party and Funded by SRA Trust until Last year Delhi on 14 Sep 2024. The SRA trust was closed on June 2024 and from this year, we will celebrated Delhi Day and Regiment Birth Day with Self-Funding Basis. The 2GR Sirmoor Sathies-UK Celebrated 168th Delhi Day in Five Different Locations across the UK as follows;

1) Main Central Celebration 2GR Sirmoor Club UK and 2GR Sirmoor Sathies Living around the London Area with QT at Empire Hall Aldershot – Approx 240 Attended Led by Capt Raju Gurung and Sgt Krisna Gurung.
2) Messing Type Celebration 2GR Sirmoories Living North at Catterick – Approx 16 Members Attended Led by Capt Bhaktabahadur Thapa MVO.   
3) Messing Type Celebration 2GR Sirmoories Living in Midland area at Nuneaton – Approx 46 Attended Led by Lt Rambahadur Rana MBE.   
4) Messing Type Celebration 2GR Sirmoories Living in Kent area at Folkestone – Approx 34 Attended Led by Capt Bishnubahadur Singh.   
5) Messing Type Celebration 2GR Sirmoories Living in South West and Wales at Swindon – Approx 66 Attended Led by Major Guptaman Gurung MVO, MBE Ex-GM 1RGR.   

2. AIM: The UK Sirmoor Sathies’ aim remained no change to keep alive the Regiments history plus unwavering true friendship, uniquely vibrant esprit-de-corps, ethos and camaraderie in amongst the three Sirmoor Rifle Associations (SRAS) members.
